2. This Proposal is subject to acceptance by the Customer within 60 days from date shown on the quote. Prices quoted are for services, labor, and material as specified in this Proposal. If
acceptance of this Proposal is delayed or modified, prices are subject to adjustment.

3. Terms of payment are subject at all times to prior approval of Door Systems ASSA ABLOY credit department. Terms of payment are net upon receipt of invoice unless previously otherwise
agreed in writing. Should payment become more than 30 days delinquent, Door Systems ASSA ABLOY may stop all work under this Agreement or terminate this Agreement with five (5) days
written notice to Customer.
